Overview:

blueEnergy is a US-registered 501(c)(3) non-profit organization (tax ID #: 20-0448609) that provides renewable energy and sustainable development solutions to isolated communities in Latin America.  Currently focused on Nicaragua, blueEnergy connects people to power, helping them transition from relying on relief to starting their own businesses.  

Miss Scharllette Allen Moses, the newly crowned 2010 “Miss Nicaragua”, is originally from Bluefields, the capitol city of the Southern Atlantic Autonomous Region (“RAAS”) of Nicaragua.  She is the first woman from Bluefields to ever hold the crown and, more significantly, the first black woman.  This year’s pageant is therefore rich with historical significance for the RAAS region. 

Bluefields is also the site of blueEnergy’s operational headquarters.  The Atlantic Coast of Nicaragua has traditionally been marginalized, poor, and isolated.  Less than 25% of the population has access to electricity.  blueEnergy has been working on the Atlantic Coast since 2004, providing renewable energy, clean water, and other related services to the people in these communities.  The organization is helping to create new opportunities for economic advancement.

As a representative from the Atlantic Coast, and now an envoy for all of Nicaragua, Miss Scharllette is passionate about creating a brighter future for the country’s children.  blueEnergy’s is working to bring sustainable development opportunities to those most in need, and Miss Scharllette sees this as a promising direction for Nicaragua’s future.

Miss Nicaragua will be attending blueEnergy’s 2nd annual Taste of Nicaragua Gala during her first visit to California on September 23, 2010.  The purpose of her visit is to support blueEnergy’s work, increase exposure for her country, and learn about the Bay Area’s renewable energy initiatives with an eye towards future applications in her country.  Miss Nicaragua will stay for three days and hopes to connect with the San Francisco Nicaraguan community during that time. 
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
