Sounding the alarm for 
citizens to be on their guard 
and take responsibility for 
the nation, grassroots liber-
tarian Ron Paul and his sup-
porters held a rally in front 
of San Franciscoõs City Hall 
on Sat. Sept. 4, 2010.

Paul is touring the 
nation garnering support 
for his desire to become 
president of the United 
States. Paul has been try-
ing to make an impact on 
the national political scene 
over the past 10 years. 

At that Saturday after-
noon rally, crowds gathered. 
His supporters, former SF 
Supervisors Tony Hall and 
Matt Gonz§lez as well as 
congressional candidate 
hopeful, John Dennis intro-

duced Paul to enthusiastic 
cheering and applauds. 

Hall, Gonz§lez and 
Dennis praised the libertar-
ian in his effort to wake the 
people up and to join òthe 
revolutionó in Paulõs òCam-
paign for Liberty.ó 

Hall sees Paulõs cam-
paign as òa new beginning,ó 
as he said to the crowd. 

Paul proclaimed the 
rally that Saturday as 
òprinciples over political 
parties.ó He heralded indi-
vidual freedoms, free en-
terprise and commerce and 
a return for government to 
safeguard the nations civil 
liberties and to stop big 
government from policing 
the world.

Cuarenta a¶os despu®s el secreto de la comisar²a 
sigue empa¶ando la muerte de Salazar

The Los Angeles 
County Sheriffõs ofþce will 
open eight boxes of records 
on the 1970 killing of Los 
Angeles Times columnist 
and KMEX-TV news di-

rector Rub®n Salazar. It has 
agreed to review contents 
and records and determine 
whether they can be dis-
closed to the Times. Initially, 
it had outright refused to re-
lease them to Times reporter 
Robert L·pez.

L·pez told Weekly 
Report he þrst þled a Cali-
fornia Public Records Act 
request in March to obtain 
the records.

As a journalist, Sala-
zar had exposed several 
instances of police brutal-
ity and oppression against 
Hispanics in Los Angeles 
County.

He was killed in 1970 
when a sheriffõs deputy þred 
an armor-piercing tear-gas 
missile into the Silver Dol-
lar bar and cafe, striking 
him in the head. With his 
TV crew, he was taking a 
lunch break while cover-
ing an anti- Vietnam War 
rally in East Los Angeles 
which erupted into clashes 
between march participants 
and the sheriffs.

Earlier that week, Sala-
zar had met with Western 
regional director Philip 
M·ntez and staff member 
Charlie Ericksen of the 
United States Commission 
on Civil Rights to òput it on 
the recordó that the police 
were óout to getó him. At 
the meeting he stated that 
the police were tailing his 
car after work hours and 
ñ later conþrmed by His-
panic Link ñ that both city 
and county law enforcement 
officials had made efforts 
to get him þred from both 
jobs. [Personal disclosure: 
Ericksen is now publisher 
of Hispanic Link.] L·pez 
had reported in 1995 that 
the district attorneyõs ofþce 
decided not to þle charges 
against the deputy.

Nearly 40 years after 
Salazarõs death, there are 
still many unanswered ques-
tions. An Aug. 12 editorial, 
the L.A. Times questioned, 
òIs it coincidental that 
Salazar told colleagues and 
ofþcials with the U.S. Com-
mission on Civil Rights in the 
days before of his death that 
he was tailed because his cov-
erage of police brutality had 
angered law enforcement 
ofþcials? Was Salazar truly 
under surveillance?ó

When the Goths sacked
